Queen Victoria Monument in Hochheim


Künstler are based in Hochheim, a wine village in the Rheingau with south facing slopes going down 
to the Main river 3 km before its confluence with the rhine. The Hölle (sloping hillside) vineyard 
incorporates the Königin-Viktoria-Berg, which Her Majesty visited in 1845 and in 1851 granted 
permission to name the vineyard after her.

Louis Guntrum Pinot Noir or in German Spätburgunder Alc.: 13.5%
